Letter on Report to Congress Chair Wally McClure
Nothing new to report. 

Notice of Proposed Rule Making Chair Carol Eaton
Sharon and Carol advised that all directors have had an opportunity to comment on the draft letter to OCSE on the NPRM. The comments are due by midnight tomorrow eastern time. The committee has considered all the comments and incorporated as appropriate.  
Carol led a page by page overview of the letter, calling attention to edits and changes. Alisha Griffin led the review of the Medical sections in the same manner. The committee discussed a few amendments to the comments which were captured and incorporated by Carol and Alisha.

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                                                       NCCSD Presidents Report

The monthly OCSE NCCSD Leadership Conference Call took place on January 21, 2015 at 10:30 Am (CST). President Sharon Santilli was absent. Vice President Carol Eaton met with Commissioner Vicki Turetsky, Donna Bonar, Sheila Drake, Lashawn Scroggins, Barbara Lacina and Barbara Addison from OCSE. The following issues were discussed:

· January 29 Call with Directors/OCSE – OCSE is getting ready to send out agenda for the call on January 29, from 2-3:30 PM.  Plan to focus on strategic plan.  Will go over draft white paper themes, share insights, highlights, revelations and then do Q & A.  Plan to spend about 5 minutes on each paper.  Vicki will spend a few minutes talking about the February 11 meeting with directors.  Getting up to speed on the strategic plan will be good background for the “big picture” discussion to occur at the February 11 meeting.

· February 11 meeting 10:30-4:30:  26 states and 12 tribal directors plan to attend.   There will be 3 parts that are 1-1/2 hours each.  1) future of child support – high level discussion on program – going over a variety of topics, 2) systems – funding. Use some of the discussion in the strategic plan network, and 3) general issues for improvement. Report to congress has a laundry list.  Will be looking to directors for ideas on what to discuss.  I asked if they planned to do any further discussion of the strategic plan, other than during the systems portion?  Vicki responded they plan to discuss during the January 29th meeting, but the intent would be to then “park” the strategic plan discussion and shift to the broader discussions in February and the report to congress specifically.

· NCCSD Annual Conference – we discussed whether the timing would be right for there to be a discussion in May on the Report to Congress.  Vicki thought the discussion could be around final thoughts/input.  Vicki indicated they hope to get into clearance by the end of June.  Plan to start drafting after the February 11 meeting. Will not be able to share a copy of the report in May but could have a general discussion in a big group setting that could help to refine the draft.  Asked how much time they would want.  Indicated one hour would be sufficient.  Advised Sharon would be following up with Yvette/Vicki to discuss further.  Vicki did indicate at the annual conference they would be ready to shift to the strategic plan and asked if there was time on the agenda to discuss.  She stated they could have a template for the directors to respond/talk about and could possibly be done in a small group setting.  Advised I would have Sharon touch base with Vicki on this as well.

· Report to Congress -  survey follow-up: – passport denial and lien registry questions follow-up.  OCSE asked if directors had any questions regarding the survey that was sent out.  Advised I was not aware of any questions but would check with Sharon.  Asked OCSE if they had received many responses. Advised they were not certain as Elaine Sorensen was compiling and she had been out. Stated we would do a reminder to directors before the due date of February 2 and would check with Sharon to see if she had received any questions from directors in regard to the survey questions.  Vicki indicated the passport sanction questions will be pretty straight forward for the report; however, the lien portion will be of most interest to see where states are wanting to go with this issue.

· Report to Congress – success stories: OCSE is interested in collecting stories from families – success stories/personal touches to put in the report.  Wanted to know if I was aware of any states that collect success stories today on their web, etc.?  I was not aware. Vicki indicated they already have stories on passport sanctions, but would like to include stories regarding what child support means to the family, what family means to them and successes of existing tools, the need for funding in the program, need for additional tools, or those types of stories from the perspective of parents and children.  I advised that I have seen stories coming out of the employment grants that may be useful.  OCSE indicated they want to put a link on their website to collect comments for the report from caseworkers/parents (such as tell your story) in an effort to attract positive personal stories about the program.  someone would edit the comments at the federal level before they would display.  They would not display negative comments or comments about a particular state on the site.  They plan to have the site ready before the report is due and will be pulling out quotes to use in the report.  OCSE asked if states would be able to put links on their website to the OCSE site.  I indicated it is likely going to be different from state to state. Some would be no, others yes, and as in my state, would have to get approval first.  

· NPRM- Vicki advised they received over 2000 comments; however there were only 400 unique comments.  She advised congress is questioning all rules and has introduced legislation to block major rules.  They are talking to congress.  The administration is going to have to take a position on pending rules. With Congress oversight asserted, she is not sure how this is going to play out. Normally they would have hoped to publish final in late fall or end of this year.

· IRS Reg change – Vicki indicated they are not getting much response from Treasury. In clearance.  They think it could have something to do with the IRS funding cut that may be slowing things down. Treasury also wants ownership of NDNH and OMB has gotten involved.  They are still meeting with Treasury about changes to the system so think they are ready to go operationally.  However, leadership is no longer communicating.  Not sure if there are technical issues.
