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Discussion Items:

1. View Collaboration Tool Site 
· Cynthia previewed the test version of this site where the OCSE APD and Feasibility Study trainings reside. Both of these folders include, at a minimum, the recording of the training as well as the PowerPoint used for the training. 
· Cynthia has also created a folder where the State Characteristics Matrix will reside once it is completed and posted.
· Cynthia explained that people will need to register for the Collaboration Tool and be approved to access this site similar to the process for signing up for the data analytics site. A communication regarding this site and the process for registration needs to go out.

2. Current Support Tableau Report + Webinar Dates
· Cynthia and Joey Arthur previewed the current support deep dive report for the team. The report is incredibly comprehensive and includes, but isn’t limited to:
· Trendlines, maps, dashboard of states’ current support percentages (CS%)
· Details on how the CS% plays into incentive calculations, including where a state falls in the Applicable Percentage table
· CS% for DRA vs. PRWORA states
· Caseload comparison information for cases where a current support payment is expected (“Non-zero order, Non-arrears only cases)
· CS% by Current Assistance, Former Assistance, and Never Assistance
· Average current support amounts due and distributed by Current Assistance, Former Assistance, and Never Assistance
· Next steps:
· This report is currently in the middle of QA on this. Cynthia and Joey are hoping that the 2020 data will be released prior to this report being rolled out so that the 2020 data can be included in this report from the onset.
· Carla from North Carolina has graciously offered to host the webinars to roll this report out. As usual, Cynthia and Joey are planning on doing the same webinar twice. They have proposed the following dates to Carla: June 16, 18, 22, 24.
· Once the dates are confirmed, a “save the date” will be sent out to the IV-D listserv and then Carla will send out the invites with the webinar information.

3. Follow up on Committee Membership

4. Updates from Raghavan
